Then came he to Derbe and Lystra: and, behold, a certain
disciple was there, named Timotheus, the son of a certain
woman, which was a Jewess, and believed; but his father was
a Greek:

Him would Paul have to go forth with him; and took and
circumcised him because of the Jews which were in those



quarters: for they knew all that his father was a Greek.
C. Troas: Macedonian Call  16:6-10

Act 16:9
And a vision appeared to Paul in the night; There stood a man
of Macedonia, and prayed him, saying, Come over into
Macedonia, and help us.

D. Philippi: Extensive Ministry  16:11-40
1. LydialIs Converted 16:11-15

Act 16:14
And a certain woman named Lydia, a seller of purple, of
the city of Thyatira, which worshipped God, heard us:
whose heart the Lord opened, that she attended unto the
things which were spoken of Paul.

2. A Spirit of Divination Is Cast Out............... 16:16-24

Act 16:16
And it came to pass, as we went to prayer, a certain
damsel possessed with a spirit of divination met us,
which brought her masters much gain by soothsaying:

Act 16:18
And this did she many days. But Paul, being grieved,
turned and said to the spirit, I command thee in the name
of Jesus Christ to come out of her. And he came out the
same hour.

3. Philippian Jailor Is Converted ... 16:25-34

Act 16:27

G. Athens: Paul's Sermon on Mars' Hill................... 17:16-34

stirred in him, when he saw the city wholly given to idolatry.

Therefore disputed he in the synagogue with the Jews, and with
the devout persons, and in the market daily with them that met
with him.

1. Paul Works with Aquila and Priscilla.. ...............

After these things Paul departed from Athens, and came to
Corinth;

Act 18:2
And found a certain Jew named Aquila, born in Pontus,
lately come from Italy, with his wife Priscilla; (because
that Claudius had commanded all Jews to depart from
Rome:) and came unto them.

And because he was of the same craft, he abode with
them, and wrought: for by their occupation they were
tentmakers.

And when he had landed at Caesarea, and gone up, and saluted
the church, he went down to Antioch.

IV. The Third Missionary Journey .... 18:23-21:16
A. Galatia and Phrygia: Strengthening the Disciples...................

And after he had spent some time 7/¢re, he departed, and went
over al/l the country of Galatia and Phrygia in order,
strengthening all the disciples.

And a certain Jew named Apollos, born at Alexandria, an
eloquent man, and mighty in the scriptures, came to
Ephesus.

who, when he was come, helped them much which had
believed through grace:

For he mightily convinced the Jews, and that publickly,
shewing by the scriptures that Jesus was Christ.
